TEST NUMBER: T8-REPMAN
Functionality:  Run Replication Manager to spawn processes, list active processes, and kill running processes.
Use Case:

1) User wants to start processes on one or more local or remote machines.  User runs RepMan specifying command, a process label to use to identify process, and a machine.
2) User wants to see what processes are running that have been started by RepMan.  User runs RepMan with no arguments.

3) User wants to kill a process running on a local or remote machine.  User runs RepMan specifying the process label for the process to be killed.

   Set-up from CVS:
1. From CVS repository, compile code if not already compiled.

1a.  javac *.java


1b.  gcc –o execute execute.c

3. Create directory ~/repman to store program and log files.

4. Move all files to this directory.
  Set-up from download:
1. Create directory ~/repman and unzip files to this directory.

  Execution:
1. Set CLASSPATH.  To do this run cp.sh in the current directory.
2. Start JBoss (recommend ‘run.sh -c minimal’).

3. Enter RepMan commands, such as:



java RepMan –p ls –l list –m chess



java RepMan



java RepMan –k list

Configuration/deployment issues:

JBoss runs the JNDI and must be present to store the persistent process information.
